The Vineyards —   Margarita Vineyard is 
the southernmost site in the Paso 
Robles Appellation. Catherine’s is a 
small sustainably farmed vineyard  
between Paso Robles and Creston. The 
grapes from both vineyards benefit 
from a perfect combination of inland 
warmth and coastal breezes, ensuring 
exquisite flavor, balance and  
structure. The shallow, well drained 
sand loam soils intensify flavor  
profiles. 
 

Winemaking —  A mild growing season 
and a cool ripening period ensures  
excellent development. Maceration was 
extended on all varieties. Aged in barrel 
for 2 years — the majority of barrels 
were  neutral. 
 

Food Pairing — A versatile blend, enjoy 
with anything off the grill —burgers, 
veggies, ribs, chicken and kebabs.  Pairs 
well with spicy pizzas tacos, stews and 
chili. Invite your friends over for a  
barbeque!
